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Khenpo Karten Rinpoche is in New England to visit some of his students in the Bridgewater State Prison and to visit his many friends in New England. 

Khenpo Karten Rinpoche was born in the beautiful Himalayas in 1964. Khenpo Karten’s mother was killed by the Chinese Army when he was six. At the age of twelve, he was ordained at Ja-pa monastery, where he began his formal education of reading, writing and ritual practice. At the age of fifteen having completed the basic studies, he furthered his studies in the Sutra and Tantric texts under the accomplished master Khenchen Jigme Phuntsok Rinpoche and Pema Tsewang Rinpoche for eight years. Subsequently Khenpo Karten Rinpoche went to the hermitage of anther accomplished teacher, Sangye Tenzin Rinpoche and completed five years of retreat under the great master. In the retreat he completed the practices of the Naropa's six yoga, Mahamudra and many others.In recognition of his achievements, Sangye Tenzin Ringpoche bestowed upon him the title, Khenpo Karma Lekshe Tharchin in 1994.

Khenpo Karten Rinpoche came to the United States in 2008 looking for a place to be free. He decided to establish a center in California. Manjushri Dharma Center was opened in Pacific Grove, California 2013. Khenpo Karten Rinpoche teaches all over the world and has centers in South India, Malaysia, Portland, Oregon, and New York City.
